Dear friend, 

Since ordinary channels for participation for some delegations are limited in the current framework of this G8+5 Climate Change Dialogue Legislators Forum, please find attached our proposals to enhance the contents of the Global Discussion paper submitted to us as members and participants of this Forum. 

In relation to the introduction, we suggest to emphasise the concept of Environmental Security as follows:

Environmental security is “the last frontier of security,” vital to the survival and viability of the state and the development of our societies. The environment is the most transnational of transnational issues, and its security is an important dimension of peace, national security and human rights. Environmental security is central to national security, comprising the dynamics and interconnections among the natural resource base, the social fabric of the state and the economic engine for local and regional stability. (Institute for Environmental Security, 2007).

In this sense, if we use as our starting point the basic definition of a threat consider like those elements that endanger the stability, viability and existence of any of the spheres of security it becomes clear that the environmental, social and economic effects of global warming make it a security threat that requires immediate joint attention.

2. Principles for a post-2012 agreement 

In relation to the Principles, we advise to integrate the principle of  Shared Responsibility as it was put forward by British Prime Minister Tony Blair yesterday. 

Countries must recognize that climate change is a global issue and it is our shared responsibility to fight against it. 

There is no doubt that the effects of global warming are a threat that goes beyond national borders. 

3. Elements

We share strong coincidences with various points such as:

· Generating more effective legislation to limit greenhouse gas emissions, if possible, surpassing the Kyoto commitments to emission reduction. (Go beyond Kyoto: 2012 Agreement)  

· Making sure the developed countries assume their responsibilities. (3.3.2. Commitments for developing and emerging economies) 

· Making sure the developing countries commit to reducing their emissions. We have to stop justifying pollution in defense to development. (3.3.1. Commitments for developed countries) 

· Extracting a commitment from all countries, particularly the less developed ones, to diversify their energy sources, fostering international cooperation for the development of alternative sources of energy.  (3.4. Technology- increasing cooperation and create a new technology fund) Example: Mexico-United Kingdom Agreement. 

· Defending and reforesting forests and jungles. (3.7. Strategies for reducing deforestation) 

Finally,

We believe that some missing actions that can be included in the paper are:

· Levying a tax on carbon dioxide.

· Strengthening laws regulating and establishing markets for the exchange of emissions and quotas.

· Creating government offices to take charge of the fight against climate change. (Particularly in developing countries in order to develop: national inventories of emissions, emergency maps and projects to alleviate their effects.

· Establish environmental monitors. 
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
